Il Replacement of battery

*Turn off the power supply before replacing battery.

If the vision sensor is already off, turn it on for 1 minute
then turn it off again.

‘Replace the battery within five minutes to prevent loss
of the contents.

If replacement will take more than five minutes, transfer
the contents before replacing the battery.

‘Replace the whole battery with connector together.
